This is a clear omen to them of their destruction, but of 
your salvation, and that from God. For it has been granted to you that for the 
sake of Christ you should not only believe in him but also suffer for his sake, 
engaged in the same conflict which you saw and now hear to be mine.

And on receiving it they grumbled at the 
householder, saying, “These last worked only one hour, and you have made 
them equal to us who have borne the burden of the day and the scorching heat.” 
But he replied to one of them, “Friend, I am doing you no wrong; did you not 
agree with me for a denarius? Take what belongs to you, and go; I choose to 
give to this last as I give to you. Am I not allowed to do what I choose with 
what belongs to me? Or do you begrudge my generosity?” So the last will be 
first, and the first last.”
