EPISTLE READING – Romans 6:1b-11 

Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound? By no means! How can we 
who died to sin still live in it? Do you not know that all of us who have been 
baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? We were buried 
therefore with him by baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the 
dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life. For if we 
have been united with him in a death like his, we shall certainly be united with 
him in a resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him 
so that the sinful body might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved 
to sin. For he who has died is freed from sin. But if we have died with Christ, 
we believe that we shall also live with him. For we know that Christ being raised 
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from the dead will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. 
The death he died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to 
God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in 
Christ Jesus.

Fear not, 
therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows. So every one who 
acknowledges me before men, I also will acknowledge before my Father who 
is in heaven; but whoever denies me before men, I also will deny before my 
Father who is in heaven. Do not think that I have come to bring peace on earth; 
I have not come to bring peace, but a sword. For I have come to set a man 
against his father, and a daughter against her mother, and a daughter-in-law 
against her mother-in-law; and a man’s foes will be those of his own household. 
He who loves father or mother more than me is not worthy of me; and he who 
loves son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me; and he who does not 
take his cross and follow me is not worthy of me. He who finds his life will lose 
it, and he who loses his life for my sake will find it.”
